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COMES NOW the Iowa Board of Medicine (Board), and Jason A.

Code sections 17A.10(2) and 272C.3(4), enter into this Settlement Agreement to
resolve the pending contested case.

1. Respondent was issued Iowa medical license No. 35016 on February
26, 2003. 2. Respondent’s Towa license is active and will next expire on
December 1, 2011, at which time it may be renewed.

3. The Board has jurisdiction pursuant to Iowa Code chapters 147, 148

and 272C.

4. Respondent practices obstetrics and gynecology in Cedar Rapids,
Towa.

5. Respondent was arrested in Santa Clara, California, on June 12,

2009, following an altercation in a hotel bar. An arresting officer indicated that



Respondent appeared intoxicated and Respondent admitted consuming alcohol
before the incident.

6. On June 24, 2009, Respondent was charged with one count of
Assault with a Deadly Weapon, a felony, one count of Battery Upon any Person
Causing Serious Bodily Injury, a felony, and one count of Battery, a misdemeanor,

in Santa Clara, California.

7. On July 8, 2010, the Board ordered Respondent to complete a
comprehensive physical, neuropsychological, mental health and substance abuse
evaluation at a Board-approved assessment program. Respondent completed the
Board-ordered evaluation on August 25-27, 2010.

8. On July 8, 2010, Respondent pleaded no contest to one count of
Battery Upon any Person Causing Serious Bodily Injury, a felony, and one count
of Battery, a misdemeanor. The charge of Assault with a Deadly Weapon was
dismissed. On March 11, 2011, Respondent successfully completed the terms of
the plea agreement and the charge of Battery Upon any Person Causing Serious
Bodily Injury was reduced to a misdemeanor.

9. On April 8, 2011, the Board filed formal disciplinary charges against
Respondent alleging that he pleaded no contest to Battery Upon any Person
Causing Serious Bodily Injury, a felony, and Battery, a misdemeanor, in Santa

Clara, California, that Respondent engaged in alcohol abuse which may impair his



ability to practice medicine with reasonable skill and safety and he engaged in
unethical or unprofessional conduct in violation of the laws and rules governing
the practice of medicine in Iowa. On April 20, 2011, the Board learned that the
charge of Battery Upon any Person Causing Serious Bodily Injury was reduced to
a misdemeanor on March 11, 2011, after Respondent successfully completed the
terms of the plea agreement.

10.  The Board files an Amended Statement of Charges with this
Settlement Agreement. See Attached. Under the terms of the Amended Statement
of Charges, the Board hereby dismisses Count I of the April 8, 2011, Statement of
Charges, which states:

COUNT I
Respondent is charged pursuant to lowa Code sections

147.55(5), 148.6(2)(b) and 272C.10(5) and 653 IAC 23.1(9) with

being convicted of a felony in the courts of this state, another state,

the United States, or any country, territory or other jurisdiction, as

defined in Iowa Code section 148.6(2)(b).

SETTLEMENT AGREEMENT

11.  CITATION AND WARNING: Respondent is hereby CITED for
engaging in unprofessional conduct in violation of 653 IAC 23.1(4) when, while
attending an out-of-state professional conference, he was in a night-time
altercation while intoxicated at a hotel bar. Respondent is hereby WARNED that
such conduct in the future may result in further disciplinary action, including

suspension or revocation of Respondent’s Iowa medical license.

12.  CIVIL PENALTY: Respondent shall pay a $10,000 civil penalty.



The civil penalty shall be paid within twenty (20) days of this Order and shall be
made payable to the Treasurer of ITowa and mailed to the Executive Director of the
Board. The civil penalty shall be deposited into the State General Fund.

13.  ALCOHOL ABUSE: Respondent has been evaluated by multiple
healthcare professionals with expertise in substance abuse since the Board filed the
Statement of Charges in this matter. While the Board believes that alcohol played
a significant role in Respondent’s conduct on the evening of the incident, the
Board concluded that Respondent’s intoxication on a single occasion does not
warrant further Board monitoring.

14.  Respondent shall obey all federal, state and local laws, and all rules
‘governing the practice of medicine in Iowa.

15.  Respondent voluntarily submits this Order to the Board for
consideration.

16.  This Order constitutes the resolution of a contested case proceeding.

17.  Inthe event Respondent violates or fails to comply with any of the
terms or conditions of this Order, the Board may initiate action to suspend or
revoke Respondent’s Iowa medical license or to impose other license discipline as
authorized in Towa Code Chapters 148 and 272 and 653 TAC 24.

18.  This Order is subject to approval by the Board. If the Board fails to
approve this Order, it shall be of no force or effect to either party.

19.  The Board’s approval of this Order shall constitute a Final Order of



the Board.
