Recently, the Iowa Board of Medicine took the following actions: 
 
Timothy D. Light, M.D., a 45-year-old Iowa-licensed physician who practices general 
surgery in Iowa City, Iowa, had the terms of his probation terminated by the Board on 
January 25, 2013.  On January 25, 2011, Dr. Light entered into a combined Statement of 
Charges and Settlement Agreement with the Board.  The Board charged Dr. Light with 
failing to provide appropriate surgical care to eight patients and for engaging in 
unprofessional conduct toward co-workers while practicing trauma surgery in Iowa City, 
Iowa, between June 2007 and August 2008.  The Board issued Dr. Light a Citation and 
Warning and ordered him to pay a $5,000 civil penalty.  The Board also limited Dr. Light 
to a Board-approved practice setting and placed him on probation for a period of two 
years subject to Board monitoring.  Dr. Light successfully completed the terms of his 
probation on January 25, 2013. 
 
When appropriate, disciplinary actions are reported to the National Practitioner 
Data Bank, an electronic repository administered by the U.S. Health Resources and 
Services Administration to track adverse license actions.
